ARTICLE I. - Name

In accordance
with the petition of representation filed with ALRA, the bargaining unit includes all
regular, non-adjunct faculty in the following ranks: Instructor, Assistant Professor,
Associate Professor, Professor, Research Assistant Professor, Research Associate
Professor, Research Professor, Visiting Instructor, Visiting Assistant Professor, Visiting
Associate Professor, Visiting Professor, Cooperative Extension Faculty and/or Agents,
Postdoctoral Fellows, Librarians, Counselors, Rehabilitation Faculty, Advisors, and
other academically related personnel, Department Heads/Chairs, and those
administrators who are elected by the faculty.

Section 3. Other educational bargaining units or associations seeking to affiliate with
UA-AAUP/AFT shall present a petition to the Executive Board. The Executive Board
will recommend action on the petition to the Representative Assembly within 30 days of
receiving the petition. A simple majority vote of the Representative Assembly at its next
regularly scheduled meeting will place the question of affiliation before the general
membership. A special election will be held no later than forty-five (45) days after the
Representative Assembly action. A simple majority vote of the membership will result
in direction to the Executive Board to initiate the process of affiliation with the
petitioning body.

e. Forty (40) days prior to the date of the election, the Elections Committee
shall notify all members of the opening of nominations for office.

f. Unless listed on the slate proposed by the MAU nomination committee a
candidate must submit to the Elections Committee a petition containing the
signatures of twenty (20) members of the organization or ten (10) per cent
of the membership of candidate’s own MAU, whichever is the smaller, for
the office sought. Petitions must be submitted no later than twenty (20)
days following the notice of the opening of nominations
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. The Elections Committee shall prepare and send ballots, in such a manner

as to insure the secrecy of the ballot, no later than ten (10) days following
the close of nominations.

. Elections for officers will be held by means of ballots, which must be dated

by the first Monday in April. Ballots will be sent to the offices of the current
legal counsel to be counted by the Elections Committee within nine (9) days
following the first Monday in April.

i) Statewide officers shall be elected for up three (3) year terms, and
can be elected for up to a maximum of four (4) consecutive terms.

ii.)  Successful candidates for office shall prevail in the election by
receiving the highest number of votes cast for the office

iii.)  Inthe event two or more vote getters receive the same number of
votes a run-off election will be held between the tied vote getters within
fifteen (15) days following certification of the election

Successful candidates shall assume office the first day of July of the
election year.

With the exception of the President, or in the case of a recall, all vacancies
with less than half of the term remaining shall be filled by a majority vote of
the Executive Board. Vacancies of more than half the term remaining will
be filled by a special election of the membership, under the procedures
outlined in this section.

In the event of a vacancy of the office of President there will be a special
election within 60 days and the Executive Board will appoint an interim
president from among the 3 Org V.P.’s within 10 days of the vacancy.

A petition signed by thirty per cent (30%) of the membership for statewide
officers or (30%) of the MAU for any other elected position and stating
specific grounds, shall be sufficient to require the Elections Committee to
conduct a recall election . The Secretary/Treasurer shall certify the petition
and direct the Elections Committee to proceed with the recall election. If an
officer is recalled, the Elections Committee shall hold a special election
under the provisions of this section.

Teachers, and similar officers of all other bodies with which the
organization is affiliated as well as overseeing other regular and usual
disbursements of funds

I.)  coordinate contract development, grievances, communications,
public relations, benefits, professional development, social, legislative, and
political education activities at each campus,

ii.) perform other duties as delegated by the President, or assigned by
the Executive Board.

d. All officers discussed in Article IV shall serve as members of the Executive
Board.

e. With the exception of the Organizational Vice-Presidents, all officers

discussed in Article IV shall be bonded at the expense of United Academics-
AAUP/AFT.

ARTICLE V - Executive Board and Representative Assembly

g. approve the chairperson and membership of all standing and special
committees of the organization, except the Elections Committee, and receive
regular reports from such committees,

h. be responsible for adherence to and enforcement of the Constitution and By-
laws of the organization;

i. issue regular reports, including an annual report, to the Representative
Assembly and the membership.
j. the Executive Board shall transmit any negotiated contracts (and its

recommendations) to the Representative Assembly for action

Section 2 The Representative Assembly shall:
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be the governing body of the organization, subject to the final authority of the
membership,

consist of members of the organization elected by the members of the
organization in specific constituencies as follows:

Representatives will take office on the first day of July.

b. present the views of the organization on both a regular and special basis to
the print and electronic media, other labor and community organizations, and
the general public.

Section 6. The Elections Committee shall:

ARTICLE IX — Dues

Section 1. The dues of this organization shall be equal to 1.25 percent of the gross
salary plus mandated increases in required affiliation fees and insurance premiums.

Section 2. Special assessments for specific purposes may be levied by action of the
Representative Assembly, subject to the provisions of Article V Section 2 (g) regarding
referenda.

ARTICLE XII - Availability of Constitution

Section 1. Copies of the Constitution and all subsequent amendments shall be
submitted to the offices of the Secretary-Treasurer of the American Association of
University Professors, the Secretary-Treasurer of the American Federation of
Teachers, and to the similar officer of each organization with which this organization is
affiliated.

Section 2. The Secretary-Treasurer shall make available a copy of the Constitution
and the By-laws to each member of the organization.
ARTICLE XIll — Access

Section 1. All meetings of the organization shall be open to members in good standing,
except when the meeting is called into an executive session.
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Section 2. All documents of the organization shall be made available to members in
good standing of United Academics upon request, excepting those protected by statute,
law, considerations of personal privacy, or because they are related to ongoing
contract negotiations.

ARTICLE XIV - Review and Re-examination

Section 1. These By-laws shall be re-examined every three (3) years.

Section 2. After prior notice of intent to amend, these By-laws may be amended by
two-thirds of the members of the Representative Assembly present and voting.
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
